SATATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS
"There has been a long-standing dispute relating to the erstwhile Ram
Janma Bhumi-Babri Masjid structure in Ayodhya which led to communal tension
and violence from time to time and ultimately led to the destruction of the
disputed structure on 6th December, 1992. This was followed by wide-spread
communal violence which resulted in large number of deaths, injuries and
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destruction of property in various parts of the country. The said dispute has thus
affected the maintenance of public order andf harmony between different
communities in the country. As it is necessary to maintain communal harmony
and the spirit of common brotherhood amongst the people of India, it was
considered necessary to acquire the site of the disputed structure and suitable
adjacent land for setting up a complex which could be developed in a planned
manner wherein a Ram Temple, a mosque, amenities for pilgrims, a library,
museum and other suitable facilities can be set up".
